CMten the difference is in the wed

The top diseasies

of potatoes do more
harm than :the tuber

diseases, often lessen-

ing the yield by one-

half. The worst top
diseases are Leaf Roll,

Black Leg, Brown
Ring, Black Scurf and
Leaf Mosaic; and in

this order of import-
ance in the Kildonan-
St. Vital district in

1918. July is the
time to spot potato
hills that carry he-

reditary diseases and
thus prevent the
spread of these
troubles by seed.

Leaf Roll, which
reduces the crop one-
half and passes on
this hereditary unfit-

ness by seed, may be
spotted by: Typical Leaf Roll with cluiteied tubera
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Stems pull out easily
ind arc diy, brown
and withtTL-dat the
itase— not slimy or
soft.

On cii t t i n jT these
stems higher up
they show hrown
water tubes all the
way up.

On ( iittinj; across the
stem c-nd of any
IMitatoes on such
stems you will find

<i brown ring.

Although fit for

rooking, such pota-
toes are unfit for seed
as they spiead the
disease, and, as it i>

internal, no treatment
with formalin will

check it.
